Â Not contemplating change- often in denial 

ÂContemplation  
Â Beginning to be aware change is desirable ς no action yet 

ÂPreparation  
Â Deciding to commit to change in the near future ς supplying 

treatment info at this time is very beneficial 

ÂAction  
Â Change in behavior begins 

ÂMaintenance  
Â Change initiated in Action phase continues ς stays clean and sober

What a DPA Social Worker Does  

Sentencing  
 

Â Help present client to judge as a person amenable to 
alternative sentence 

Â Prepare alternative sentencing plan for attorney to present to 
judge 

Â Develop re-entry support plans 
Â Assist attorney, communicate to judge, commonwealth 

attorney, probation and parole officers 



What a DPA Social Worker Does  

Post-sentencing  
 

Â Arrange for client to be accepted into and attend treatment  
Â Assist client in establishing positive support systems 
Â Support client and family 
Â Work with provider to obtain services 
Â Work with the client until 6 months following disposition of 

case or until the client is stable. 
 



The DPA Pilot Program Savings 
$100,000 per social worker 

 
 

Á 10,000 days of incarceration saved by each social worker 

Á¢ƘŜ Ǉƛƭƻǘ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳΩǎ net annual savings was $290,508 

Á For $1.00 invested in alternative sentencing social workers, the 
state saved $3.25 of incarceration costs for a net $2.25  

Á Projected savings for state-wide implementation: $3+ million 
per year

The public is 
particularly receptive to using such alternatives in sentencing 
younger offenders and the mentally ill.
