Job Description of a LaGrange Post-Conviction
Social Work Intern 
1. To investigate and explore innocence and mitigating circumstances for defendants charged with or convicted of a death penalty crime;
2. To conduct interviews and investigations necessary to develop social histories;
3. To present mitigating evidence through genograms, social histories, witness affidavits, timeline chronologies, medical records, school records, social services records, and the use of experts; 

4. To be a resource to counsel concerning the client’s history, background, competency, mental health, education and treatment needs, for clients charged with or convicted of a death penalty crime; 
5. To offer a presence with the attorney in court to generally assist counsel for the client in the case proceedings;

6.  To assist with interviewing witnesses and other sources, such as the client, family members, community witnesses and other collateral contacts;

7. To be the defense counsel’s representative in conversations with other social service agencies involved with the court system, such as DOC or DCBS;

8. To complete formalized social histories and other assessments, such as developmental, family, and mental health;

9.  To assist the client where ongoing support is needed for successful reintegration in the community;

10. To develop/keep up-to-date a resource referral database for clients who are charged with or convicted of a death penalty crime.
